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PSRC Ground's Training Rules

 

· Safety for ourselves and our dogs is the number one priority, let’s be sure to exercise common sense in training and setup to keep everyone safe.
· Share the training grounds with all members present, grounds are for the exclusive use of members of the Puget Sound Retriever Club. 
· Close and lock gates to prevent inadvertent entry or trespass.
· Obey all posted signage
· Drive on compacted roads only at Oak Lakes and park in designated parking areas (see map). 
· No motorized equipment allowed below the ordinary high water mark. 
· Removal of logs or large woody debris is prohibited from the lake or its buffer.
· Cutting of trees or firewood is prohibited. 
· The property will not be accessible when logging operations are being conducted.
· Do not engage in any activity that causes damage to the property
· No littering, pick up all trash especially glass bottles 
· Dispose of all training birds properly and always off of the training grounds.
· Fires are not allowed
· Use appropriate personal protective equipment (hearing/eye protection & life jacket).
· Treat every firearm as though it were loaded.

· The use of lead shot is not allowed.

· Access to the Lake is restricted to the Parking areas only

· Obey all State, Federal and Mason County laws.
